My thanks to the Society’s Committee for its kind invitation to judge my favourite breed today.  Thank you for your entry and the sporting manner in which you took my decisions. 

With a breed that can take up to four years to mature, things change and develop over time and one often has to be patient and wait for our dogs to shine.  That said, I was impressed with the quality of my winners.  I was very pleased to see the BOB winner make the cut in the group and the Best Puppy take third place in the Puppy Group. I was also delighted to see that my BCC winner is a daughter of my BIS winner at the SESSS Championship Show four years ago! 

The English Springer stands alone in the Gundog Group in that he has unique hallmarks, which include his head and movement. It is important to strive for a head that is not only balanced i.e. 1:1, but which has a skull that is fairly broad and slightly rounded - there were some that were too narrow. The muzzle should also be fairly broad and deep - again there were some that tapered too much to the nose. Midpoint along the head is a medium stop, denoted by the fluting and the defined eyebrows. The chiseling under the eyes gives extra quality to the head and the beautifully dark hazel, almond shaped eyes draw one in and once seen, they are never forgotten. Sadly there were quite a few lighter than desired, round eyes. 

With regard to the breed's movement, in order to achieve the required swing from the shoulder and the hocks driving well under the body,  not only does the front construction have to be correct, but so do the hindquarters. Exhibits that are unbalanced will never achieve the desired movement.

One other thing that requires attention is presentation. There were some that were correctly presented and they were a pleasure to judge, however, in many cases, presentation left a lot to be desired. 

My very sincere thanks to my wonderful stewards, Mr. Terry and Mrs. Maureen Donovan who were just amazing. I shall remember their kindness and consideration as well as their quiet efficiency. Or, rather in Terry's case, his delightfully theatrical approach!

I wish you all the very best with your lovely Springers and thank you once again.

Many thanks to the organizers for the invitation, thanks to the ring secretary and of course the exhibitors who have entered their dogs under me. For me it was a great honor to be invited to judge ESS in the breed's country of origin, and I was thrilled to see the high numbers of entries to the show. I had a lovely day and I will keep this day as a very special memory.

I've spent some time in UK the recent years and followed the breed with great interest over many, many years. Something that made me very happy to see was that the vast majority of dogs were happy and biddable in the ring, which is a cornerstone of the breed I think. The standard says a springer should be strong, merry and active and that's the impression you as a judge should meet in the ring for an ESS to be typical for the breed. 

Something else I think is important for the correct breed type is soft lines and balance. I was a bit disappointed to see so many dogs lacking in the typical soft spaniel balance. For me the perfect balance in an ESS is when they have both strength and elegance. The standard says raciest in the build of all land spaniels, compact and strong, something not always so easy to get both of - but when you find it there is nothing more beautiful to be seen. 

Some individuals really were of top quality and had all the essential breed details. However I would have liked to see more springers with better substance and depth in body. Quite many could have had better angulations, especially in the front. On the positive side was that almost all springers had good proportions, I would say much better than we see in Scandinavia nowadays.  Also I was very pleased to see only one springer carrying the tail too high, something that is quite common in Scandinavia and it spoils the true spaniel balance I think.

However what worries me the most was the movements. The standard says that the movements are strictly his own for ESS, and if you have seen a springer with true springer movements you will never forget it. This is a problem worldwide I think. We see lots of springers with plenty of drive, but not many with the true springer swing in the front.  True springer movements shouldn’t be like many other breeds movements, only covering a lot of ground and with plenty of drive. They should be of a free and easy manner and it is really sad that we so seldom see this movements nowadays.

Front construction is good with a powerful neck which led on to well laid shoulders. Good length of body, ribs well sprung and a muscular loin. Hindquarters correctly angled with a moderate bend of stifle and hocks well let down. He took his time to settle on the move but once he did covered the ground with ease.  Considered him for the RCC.

2ND PLAIGLEN BEATERS BTRUE (MS F GLENDINNING)

Black and white with a super head, correct amount of chiselling and work.  Neck of moderate length and powerful, well set shoulders and desired return of upper arm, ribs well back and firm through loin, quarters well developed and moderate bend to stifle.  Thought he would win this class on the stack but he couldn’t get in to a stride on the move and didn’t have a fluid action of the winner. I hope he gets his act together as he has promise.
